The 12v and 240v sockets, Victron 1200W inverter,
12v lighting, and 2 solar panels ensure a reliable and efficient electric supply.

Mayar comes with additional features such as a Cratch external cover, a
Calorifier for hot water supply, and an Eberspacher diesel heater combined with
the multi-fuel stove for cabin heating. The boat's fuel tank capacity is 660 L, and
the water tank holds 100 L. Three leisure batteries and one starter battery, along
with 2 x 13kg propane gas cylinders, complete the comprehensive package.
